Qualification races for the Long Distance World Championships
Problem: 
“Just-for-fun-race” for the women as usually only about 60 want to start which is the same amount that qualify for the finals.
Idea of Athlete Commission: 
2/3 of all competitors or a maximum of 60 competitors shall qualify for the finals. 

For example WOC 2007:
Women’s long distance qualifier race: 61 competitors ( 2/3x61=40,67 should qualify for the final. As you can’t have parts of people in finals and as the same amount of competitors should qualify from each heat, you would have to round up (or down, but I would go for up) to 42 people. That means that 21 from each heat qualify for the finals.

Men’s long distance qualifier race: 104 competitors ( 2/3x104=69,33 > 60 ( 60 qualify for the final.

What do you think about it?
